4. Dale Veeser shall be paid said premium for all days worked
from February 4, 1992, the date he filed the instant
grievance, to the present.

5. Dale Veeser is not entitled to perform any other calibrating-
inspecting duties other than those that he has performed in
the past and which led to this grievance.

In order to resolve any questions regarding application of this Award, I shall
retain jurisdiction for at least thirty (30) days.
